Below is a list of just a few drought tolerant trees, shrubs, and perennials that
require less water once established. This is not a complete list. Remember that while
these plants require less water, some watering will still be needed, and regular
watering will be required during the first year or two after planting. In addition, you
can reduce water needs by properly planting with soil conditioner to encourage good
root development and applying mulch around your plants to reduce evaporation.
